Dear Minister Kennedy,

Additionally I ask that you work with your Cabinet colleagues and through legislative, regulatory and 
department processes to deliver on our other key commitments: 
 

• Develop policies to end racism in sports so that every child knows they have the right to play.  
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• Support Manitoba’s athletes and highlight their achievements. 
• Con�nue to support our film industry with the Manitoba Film and Video Produc�on Tax Credit 

and suppor�ng the entertainment sector.  

In addition to these priorities, I also expect that you uphold your role with integrity, professionalism 
and a commitment to accountability. That includes working closely with your Deputy Minister and your 
senior officials to ensure all decisions are made in the public interest. Just like any high-performing 
organization, our government will set metrics and measurable goals, listen to evidence and frontline 
workers, regularly assess our work and report on our progress in order to deliver on the results 
Manitobans deserve.   
 
The road ahead will have challenges. Change does not come easily. But we owe it to the people of this 
great province to deliver on our commitments. I know you are as committed as I am to working hard 
every day to deliver for the people of Manitoba.
